PRESIDENT

During our last club meeting, we had the opportunity to meet the two new
Sheriff Deputies that are going to be riding up in the local mountains. They
explained that their duties were to enforce the local laws in the woods on the roads.
They also said that they were not sure if they had the ability to enforce the Forest
Service laws, but were going to be checking into it. I guess, in a nut shell, they are
going to enforce the same laws that would be enforced out here in the city, i.e.
registrations, license plates, insurance etc.

I have had some comments made to me last week that there were about a
dozen ATV’ers up in the Fernan area really tearing up the snowmobile groomed
trails. I have every confidence that it was not our members doing that. I would
hope that these individuals realize the damage that they are causing, not only to the
groomed trails, but to the possibilities of the ATV community and snowmobile
community working together. Stupid activities such as this does nothing but hurt
our efforts of trying to make things work better in the motorized communities. I
would hope that the addition of these two officers would have some impact on this
careless activity.
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LICENSE PLATES

I have been asked about the two year purchase of the plates, and what will
happen to the money they spent. In the past, I had no answer for that question. I
then contacted Mr. Tom Glass, in Boise to see if he had an answer to that question.
Since that time, the bills for the plates have been signed and are now a law. Tom
had also asked the same question of Ms. Amy Smith of the DMV. Tom’s question to
her was “……if the motorcycle plate they purchased for one or two years will be
valid until it expires. Also, when will the new black and white plate be available?.....
Ms. Smith gave him this reply. …..this bill has an effective date of July 1st, however
the new “registration” portion of it will not be implemented until January 1st, as all
the programming and logistics cannot be done in time for July 1st, and we do not
want it to affect any of the current registrations, since they’re all based on a
calendar year. We have advised our programmers to disable the ability to register
for two years under the current program. For those that have already renewed for
two years, we will probably advise law enforcement to honor those that aren’t
expired, as long as their operating in compliance with the new laws for use. The
new plates and stickers will not be available until January 1st. ITD will be working
with Parks and Recreation to ensure we are getting consistent information out to the
customers…..

So there you have it, I guess that the license plate issue is done with for now,
unless there is another brain storm by someone else. I would guess that this is the
best system that they could come up with, and still be fair with everyone. So I would
suggest that we all try and make it work, it is only to our own advantage that we do.

HARRISON RIDE – (EASY) (MAYBE-DEPENDS ON SNOW),
Leave the 4th of July parking lot at 9:00am. Take Exit 28. Go to stop sign,
turn left, cross the Hwy, and turn right at stop sign. Lunch in Harrison, or
bring it. Might want to bring gas. Approx 70 miles round trip.
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SNAKE PIT RIDE– (INTERMEDIATE) (MAYBE- DEPENDS ON SNOW)
Leave from the Bunco parking lot. Leaving at 8:00am. Lunch at the Snake
Pit, or bring your own. Bring gas or get it near the Snake Pit. Approx 125
miles round trip.

CEDARS VIA HORSE HAVEN RIDE – (INTERMEDIATE) (MAYBE –
DEPENDS ON SNOW)

Leaving the Bunco parking lot at 9:00am. Bring lunch. Take the Bunco Rd.
located on the south end of Silverwood Park on the east side of Hwy 95,
follow the road and signs to the parking lot.

MAGEE RIDE – SATURDAY 7 June (EASY)
Leave from the Bunco parking lot at 8:00am. Bring lunch AND GAS. Take
the Bunco Rd. located on the south end of Silverwood Park on the east side of
Hwy 95, follow the road and signs to the parking lot. Approx 85-90 miles
round trip. (Very pretty ride)

AVERY RIDE –22 June (INTERMEDIATE)
Leave from Wallace parking lot, Exit at 61; go to the stop sign at bottom of
off ramp. Turn right, and then cross the street into the big dirt parking lot
on your left. Lunch in Avery or bring your won. Bring gas. Approx 80
miles round trip.
