Leave from the Bunco parking lot at 9:00am. Take the Bunco Rd. located on the south
end of Silverwood Park on the east side of Hwy 95, follow the road and signs to the
parking lot. Approx 50 miles round trip. (Very pretty ride)

HARRISON RIDE FROM 4™ OF JULY PASS, SATURDAY, JUNE 12™ - (EASY)
